As
always, I am here with the parishioners and the mission continues. Insecurity,
demonstrations, burning barricades are all over the country. We are really in
trouble. Last night someone murdered four people not too far from Chauffard. It’s
serious. The phone hardly works. The school is not working, all the institutions in
the country have closed their doors. The police are powerless against the gangs who
sow terror everywhere.

“We have a special message for Christmas around the theme: ‘Despite everything, we must continue to
hope because the God we serve never lies, He will come.” Many thanks for having always thought of Chauffard.
May God bless you in abundance. Know that the Lord never stops leading you!!! Do not forget to keep praying for
Haiti.
